RCompliance decision made in home not car

RModels randomness of pedestrian collisions

Not speed bumps or arterial roads

Is town -wide 20 mph limits on residential roads



How Portsmouth did it

·Portsmouth CC went beyond 01/2006 : -

·Authority wide speed limit ðnot zones

·No additional physical calming

·Public support and consultation engagement

·Excluded main roads and arterial roads

·Completed in 9 months

·Cost £475,000 for 1200 roads

·Accomplished by traffic orders, 200 roads at a time

·Transitioned via de -restriction

·No Secretary of State approval required

·Created a collective community commitment to Road 
Safety



20 mph limits results?

Portsmouth DfT 1 year on audit

Children (0 -15) Elderly (70+)

Pedestrians -4% -25%

Passengers -22% -25%

Driver/Rider -9% -36%

All -8% -31%

Casualties down 15%

Speeds down by 7mph on faster roads �;
Lower noise

Better quality of life

DfT issuing new guidelines as a result
